
Martin Merrikin Shield

Martin, who is a past chairman of the club, was severely injured in a cycle accident in 2006. 

Martin contributed considerable time and energy to the club as team player, officer and coach over many years prior to a tragic cycle accident near Thixendale during the Easter weekend of 2006. A group of squash club friends were training for a coast to coast challenge when Martin unfortunately came off his bicycle and suffered a serious head injury. An investigation into the accident has not been able to find the cause of the crash. Despite the protection of a cycle helmet, Martins’ injuries were so severe that he is unable to communicate and now requires constant care, assistance and frequent therapy. He is now in a care home in the Beverley area to be close to his wife.
